Church Running Costs and Planned Giving - a big thank you to everyone who
gives so generously to help support the life and mission of All Saints.

Whilst we fortunately
receive some rental income that helps offset some of these costs; for the great
majority of our income we rely upon regular giving from our congregation. It is very
helpful, where possible, for giving to be made in planned way through the bank, which
helps planning around a certainty of income. If you feel able to help by either starting,
or converting, to planned giving via the bank the forms are available on the table at the
back of the Church. As we approach Christmas you might also like to consider making
a one-off gift to the Church alongside gifts to your family and friends.
